Read Mark 2:1-3:6. How many things about Jesus do you see in this passage that make
you want to praise him? In other words what do you appreciate about him?

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Session 2 (Confession of sin)

Read Ephesians 1:3-10 and Isaiah 6:1-8. Why is forgiveness of sins the source of all other
blessings? Why is confession and forgiveness of sins the source of power to serve? Have
you ever experienced God enlightening your “blind spot” so you could see a sin in your
motivation?
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Read Matthew 6: 7-8. If God knows everything we need before we ask, why does he
want us to pray?
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Session 3 (Asking for ourselves and others)

Read Matthew 7:7-11 and Luke 11:9-13. Apparently Jesus gave this teaching on more
than one occasion, using different examples. Why do you think Jesus seemed to think
the best gift of all is the Holy Spirit? How has God used your prayer life to change your
thinking about what are the “good things”.
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Read Luke 18:1-8. Is God like this judge? Why did Jesus use the example of this judge?
Have you ever felt like this widow in your prayer life? How did you handle your feelings?
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
